UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Chief met with the fire chiefs from District 1 and District 4 regarding Lid Lifts, as they are also running on the August ballot.  Would like to be consistent on the social media messages and fact sheets that will be presented to the public. Both District 1 and 4 will be using Snure to draft the resolution that is needed to get on the ballot. Chief will contact Cnythia Weed regarding the resolution the next steps needed. Reviewed the Officer’s at last night’s meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Reviewed the 2023 Operations Report.  Total alarms for 2023 was 947 which is down from 2022.

2. Last spring a Ford F-150 command vehicle was ordered from Valley Ford, but delivery was months out. In the meantime, a command vehicle was found and purchased off State Bid. Valley Ford was notified but the order was not cancelled. District was notified last week that the original command vehicle had been delivered to Valley Ford. The District has first option to purchase, however, we are not obligated to purchase.  Chief states the current Duty vehicle, in the Plan, was set to be replaced in 2026, but is at 77,000 miles, only 3,000 away from the target replacement. Chief would like to purchase the additional command vehicle from Valley Ford for $57,000 to replace the duty truck now. Lights and radio will be removed from current Duty truck and put on new truck.  The other option would be to cancel the ordered Ford Expedition that was in the budget for this year to replace the Battalion vehicle, using this pickup instead. MOTION by Barham, SECOND by Eakin to approve the purchase of a Ford F-150 from Valley Ford for $57,000, replacing the Duty truck – MOTION CARRIED.
