UNFINISHED BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS
1. Reviewed the proposed agreement for lift assists with ALS

Ambulance.  This is the same agreement that was signed with AMR last month. Proposal is for ALS to solely respond to lift assists within the District “after hours”, so NOT while the day crew is available, for $300 per incident.  MOTION by Barham, SECOND by Eakin to approve the proposed contract with ALS for lift assists within the District – MOTION CARRIED.  
2. Reviewed proposed changed to Purchasing Policy 2201, changes following RCW changes.  Will bring final/clean copy to the November meeting for approval.

3. Chief Craig was approached by Chief Woodall from Highland regarding contracting for daytime response. After much discussion and concerns, it was decided the District is not interested at this time in a contract for services. Chief will contact Chief Woodall.
4. During the meeting the Yakima City Council meeting was playing on the TV. Paused the meeting to watch the topic of Annexation.  Chief handed out the City’s recent Annexation Strategy Report and maps of the area in question.  Chief states he doesn’t believe they are moving forward with any annexations, just exploring what areas are obtainable for the City to grow within the Urban Growth Area. Most of the areas are not hooked to City sewer services so they are unable to use Outside Utility Agreements to snag these areas, so another method would need to be used. Chief will keep the Board informed as more information becomes available.
