UNFINISHED BUSINESS

1. Chief has secured a Levy Lid Lift “For” committee chair along with a couple of members, will solicit on the website for “Against” members.  If the District is unable to fill this position, the County will also solicit, but it is then open countywide. 2. Bid for Tender 52 refurbishment were opened today. We had budgeted $215,000 for this project, along with the $20,000 DNR grant we received.  Two bids were received as follows:

No exceptions were taken. 180 from signing of contract, may hold off till Fall.

Fire Trucks Unlimited
$476,258.00  (w/out sales tax)

400 days out (4 months at factory) – exceptions taken.
